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About this book
This book contains a collection of Valentine-themed worksheets intended for use
with childrenin Kindergarten (Prep).

Directions foruse
Following is an outline of the worksheets included in this unit and suggestions for
use.

1. How many syllables? (2 pages)

Children say the name of each picture and show how many syllables each word
contains by coloring the correct circle. Dot paints can also be used for this
worksheet.

2. Heart missing letters (upper and lower case)
Children write the missing alphabet letters to complete the sequence.

3. Valentine beginning sounds (2 pages)
Children determine the beginning sound for each word and color a circle to
show theiranswer. Dot paints can also be used for this worksheet.

4.Beginning “r”’ blends
Children determine the beginning blend for each word and color a circle to
show theiranswer. Dot paints can also be used for this worksheet.
